A best-sell-
ing author, he has published more
than two dozen books, including Lake
Wabegon Days, The Book of Guys,
Pilgrims, Guy Noir and the Straight
Skinny, and Homegrown Democrat.

In 2006, Keillor played himself
alongside a cast that included Meryl
Streep, Lily Tomlin and Kevin Kline,
in the critically acclaimed [ilm adap-
tation of A Prairie Home Companion,
directed by Robert Altman.

With Grammy, ACE, and George
Foster Peabody awards, Keillor has
also been honored with the Nation-
al Humanities Medal, and elected to
the American Academy of Arts and
Letters.

Offering insight and stories from his
journey as one of America’s greatest
storvtellers, Keillor captivates audi-
ences with his unique blend of come-
dy, charisma and wisdom.
