Though Adams two-hour variely
show will not be unveiled until late
April when public radio officials
gather in Calumbia, Mo.. for their an-
nual conference. Kling said it would
not be a copy of “A Prairie Home
Companion.” The new program will
premiere on Minnesota Public Hadio
1n June and will be offered nationally

“We hired Noah because, in my
view, he is one of the most effective
people I've met in understanding how
to use the medium of radio.” Kling
said “He's a Kentuckian and has a
broad music background in blue-
grass, country and jazz He's very
conversant with authers and knows
literature and knows peaple who can

more than a decade. Guest hosts will
anchor until permanent hosts can
found, she said

Stamberg left the show last fall to
